The Sonobuoy Liaison Working Group (SLWG) convened on 15 - 16 January 2004 at NAB Coronado, California.  The session was hosted by the Program Executive Office, Air ASW, Assault and Special Mission (PEOASWASM) programs (PMA-264).  It was held in the Club Coronado and in the Commander, Naval Surface Forces spaces.  

2.
The SLWG convenes approximately every six months to provide an environment for the exchange of information, ideas and problems relating to Fleet sonobuoy requirements, logistics and technical issues.  Representatives attend the SLWG from sonobuoy end-users, supply points, and other Fleet activities.  Participation provides Fleet Commanders (COMFLT’s) and Type Commanders (TYCOM’s) an opportunity to receive immediate feedback concerning issues discussed during the conference.  It also provides Chief of Naval Operations (OPNAV) resource sponsors the opportunity for consolidated feedback.  Participation by naval logistics coordinators and local squadron personnel provides opportunities for the PEO(A) technical staff to discuss sonobuoy issues with Fleet logistics and aircrew personnel.

Enclosures (1), (2), and (3) contain the conference agenda, minutes and list of attendees.  Key points of discussions at this session of the SLWG were:  (a) sonobuoy NCEA/ NNOR issues; (b) sonobuoy inventory projections; (c) current and future sonobuoy production plans; and (d) other issues of interest to sonobuoy users.

4.
Action items reviewed and/or accepted during previous SLWG sessions and at this meeting are provided as enclosures (4) and (5).  These action items should not preclude other individuals or organizations from developing interim solutions or from assisting responsible organizations in their efforts. 0830 – Call to Order:  (APML)

0845 – Sonobuoy Inventory Projections:  (APML)

<NAME> presented a brief covering FY03 and FY04 (to date) expenditure data against the NCEA and outyear sonobuoy inventory projections based on the current procurement plan.

0915 – Fleet Briefs: Various


Presentations were made by <NAME> of COMLOGWESTPAC and Mr. <NAME> of COMNAVAIRLANT concerning sonobuoy issues.  Much discussion occurred. Old Action Items

ITEM 01-11: SONOBUOYS TO ORDNANCE VICE SUPPLY

· NALC: Evaluate & make recommendations for moving sonobuoys from DLA management to Ordnance/Weapons management.  

· Management of sonobuoys by DLA ineffective

· Management as an ordnance item in the Ordnance Community preferable

· Form an IPT to evaluate and make recommendation to Ordnance Community for transition of DLA management to Ordnance Management of 8U & 2E sonobuoys

· Assigned to: SMWG Committee

·     Status: OPEN / NORIP Action Required
Closing Status:  CLOSED. The NORIP PRG decided that the sonobuoy management process shall remain ‘as is’ (mixed Supply/Weapon Management).  Additionally, NALC has initiated discussions with DLA for improving data flow (I.e., PLR data) between the two systems.
ITEM 02-06:  SEE THE SECURE SERVER


ITEM 02-09: CDC CODES & ROLMS AIT
–NSWCC: NAVSUP P-805 requires Condition Defect Codes when reclassifying sonobuoys from CC ‘A’ to any other CC.  ROLMS V7.0 & V8.0 require CDC entry when changing condition from A to any other condition.  ROLMS software does not currently support CDC codes with AIT

· AIT scanner cannot scan CDC code during inventory or restow

· CDC is matching criteria on AIT inventory or restow

· 2D Bar Codes do not include CDC code

· Recommend ROLMS AIT software be changed to include CDC codes in 2nd 2D bar code (ALN) and scanner software be changed to read CDC code when required

· Failing this, recommend CDC code requirement for 8U COG sonobuoys be removed from the NAVSUP P-805

–Assigned to: NALC ROLMS Office/NSWCC (6074)

–Status: The ROLMS office reported that the scanner software in being changed now to read CDC codes during a Restow or Inventory process.  NSWCC will liaison with the ROLMS office to submit an SCR concerning implementing 2D bar code CDC codes.

–Closing Status: CLOSED. ROLMS V9.0 fixed this issue.
ITEM 02-11:  WSESRB APPROVAL FOR SSQ-110 (SERIES) ON BOARD SMALL BOYS

· CNSP:  Request WSESRB approval for carriage and use of SSQ-110 (Series) sonobuoy son board ship.

· Assigned to: PMA-264/NSWC IH Det YKTN

· Status: DISCUSSION:  Discussion of this suggestion was generally in agreement. 

Closing Status: –ON HOLD.  NSWC IH Det Yorktown has most data required for WSESRB approval for small boys but requirement for storage/use on small boys does not yet exist.  No action will be taken unless requirement established.  If requirement established, will set in motion testing & certification process. (There is a 2-year approval for COMDESRON 15 ships to carry SSQ-110’s in place.)  Note: Message or Letter to be submitted by CNSF concerning requirement.

ITEM 03-02: SEE THE SECURE SERVER
ITEM 03-03: PLR COMPLIANCE ENFORCEMENT

–NSWCC: It is critical that Lot Number data be available to NSWCC & NALC managers so the stockpile can be managed effectively.  Failure to aggressively manage shelf life will result in buoys expiring unused in the hulls and the warehouse. 

· Recent analysis of Fleet PLR Compliance reveals approximately 25% of reporters complied with usable PLR data (representing approximately 30% of the 8U COG inventory). 

· No PLR data available from DLA/Supply/FISC activities and from some major Navy-Weapons activities

· Full compliance for PLR (BG3) is required from Navy Weapons activities

· Lot Number data required from DLA/FISC/Supply activities holding significant quantities of sonobuoys 

–Assigned to: NALC

–Status Spring 03: OPEN

–Closing Status: OPEN. Ongoing effort to improve PLR reporting. TYCOM’s informed of compliance monthly.  NALC still working PLR issue with DLA.
ITEM 03-04: NAR/OHF/AIN FILES ON NALC WEBSITE DO NOT    

PROCESS
–NSWCC: The NAR, OHF, & AIN files posted on the NALC website occasionally do not process correctly in ROLMS.  

· May go unnoticed by ROLMS operator

· ROLMS Help Desk ‘fixes’ files and distributes upon request

· Not all ROLMS operators realize they have a problem

· Files do not process due to format & naming problems unrecognized by NALC

· Similar to the Tech Data File problem in SLWG AI # 01-06.

–AI #01-06 was resolved by using ROLMS Help Desk to validate files

–This process was never implemented

–Assigned to: NALC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION

–Closing Status: OPEN.  Note: NAS W.I. indicates problem fixed – waiting confirmation of process by NOLSC.

ITEM 03-05: OBSOLETE (NAR’d) SSQ-62C STILL IN INVENTORY
–NSWCC: There are still lithium-powered SSQ-62C units classified as MCC A, B, or C in Fleet stocks.  

· Condemned as expired by NAR # 039-03 (01 NOV 02)

· Represent a safety hazard to flight crews

· Large LiSO2 battery pack

· Three messages sent to Fleet units holding these units

· 15 UIC’s still reporting 196 ‘usable’ assets

· They need to be purged from the usable stockpile immediately

–Assigned to: NALC, FLTCOM’s

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION

–Closing Status: OPEN.  NSWCC working wit TYCOM’s and NALC to resolve.  Only six commands left to close.
ITEM 01-06: ROLMS Tech Data Files
–NSWC CRANE: ROLMS TECH DATA Update Files maintained on NALC Web Site routinely fail to function when attempting to update ROLMS

· SALTS no longer posts the TECH DATA files; NALC now posts the files

· NALC-maintained files routinely fail to work (corrupt?)

· Contacting NALC, there appears to be no QA on the files & instructions for updating ROLMS on Web Site are incorrect and state 12 steps to do what can be done in 3 steps (e.g., save a 14Meg file to floppy disk?)

· NALC has no ROLMS system to test posted files on.  No instructions on NALC web site to indicate how to ‘reset’ ROLMS if upload fails.

–Assigned to: NALC

–Status: OPEN. Referred to NSWC ROLMS office by NALC after Spring 02 session.  “Files will be tested when posted in future.  ROLMS office will review process & instructions on NALC web site.” – Never implemented.

–Closing Status: OPEN - Note: Same as AI 03-04.

ITEM 03-06: LOAD PLAN FOR SSQ-101
–NSWCC: No load plan for the SSQ-101 ADAR buoy exists

· Load plan must be established

–Assigned to: NALC, FLTCOM’s

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. No shore station load plan for SSQ-101 in place.  There is a Combat Loadout requirement in the NNOR.  APML meeting resistance in pre-positioning stocks of SSQ-101 in preparation for Fleet (future) requirements.  Outyear inventory projections need load plan data to be realistic.

–Closing Status: OPEN. CLF has established a Load Plan for ADAR.  CPF has not yet established a Load Plan.
ITEM 03-07: LOW FREQ DICASS SEARCH BUOY
–CPRW-5: Low Freq = Longer Ranges

· 3-4 KHz Active Buoy may double current ranges

–Assigned to: PMA, SERC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: CLOSED.  The Air Deployable Low Frequency Projector (ADLFP) will address this issue.  In work.
–NOTE: PMA-264B intends that all technical proposals presented as SLWG Action Items will be presented to each meeting of the SERC. This will insure the SERC reconsiders issues that may be possible with changing priorities and funding.  Though these AI’s may be closed as an SLWG item, they will be considered by the SERC at each meeting.

ITEM 03-08: GPS IN SONOBUOYS
–CPRW-5: GPS in sonobuoys would result in very accurate plot stab (pattern geometry) for aircrews.

–Assigned to: PMA, SERC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. PMA indicated work underway on this issue.

–Closing Status: CLOSED.  Some test units with GPS already fielded.  Currently no plans to install GPS in production sonobuoys due funding constraints.
–NOTE: PMA-264B intends that all technical proposals presented as SLWG Action Items will be presented to each meeting of the SERC. This will insure the SERC reconsiders issues that may be possible with changing priorities and funding.  Though these AI’s may be closed as an SLWG item, they will be considered by the SERC at each meeting.


ITEM 03-09: DIGITAL DIFAR UPLINK
–CPRW-5: Digital uplink could eliminate RFI issues

· 3-4 KHz Active Buoy may double current ranges

–Assigned to: PMA, SERC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: CLOSED.  Not supported by aircraft.  No plans to develop due to funding constraints.
–NOTE: PMA-264B intends that all technical proposals presented as SLWG Action Items will be presented to each meeting of the SERC. This will insure the SERC reconsiders issues that may be possible with changing priorities and funding.  Though these AI’s may be closed as an SLWG item, they will be considered by the SERC at each meeting.

ITEM 03-10: SMALLER DIFAR SONOBUOY
–CPRW-5: Quieter submarines and reduced detection ranges result in a high buoy expenditure rate.  It has become the norm for crews to deploy the entire aircraft buoy payload in just a couple of hours.

· A smaller (G-Size), more sensitive, DIFAR sonobuoy could help alleviate this problem.

–Assigned to: PMA, SERC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. Discussion of past G-Size & A/2 size initiatives.  Aircraft modifications identified as a major problem.

–Closing Status: CLOSED.  This proposal was extensively investigated several years ago.  No plans to implement due to technical constraints with smaller buoys and prohibitive cost to modify aircraft launch systems. 
– NOTE: PMA-264B intends that all technical proposals presented as SLWG Action Items will be presented to each meeting of the SERC. This will insure the SERC reconsiders issues that may be possible with changing priorities and funding.  Though these AI’s may be closed as an SLWG item, they will be considered by the SERC at each meeting.

ITEM 03-11: SHORT STRING SONOBUOYS
–CHSLWL: HSL East Coast has a need for short string (less than 50’) sonobuoys for training off of the Jax/Norfolk areas.

· Short string DIFAR and DICASS buoys would allow realistic training in certain areas of CONUS.

· Capability may be useful in other parts of the world.

–Assigned to: PMA, SERC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. Discussion of difficulties in certifying short string sensors.

–Closing Status: CLOSED.  Provided two pallets of SSQ-53F to CHSLWL in July 03.  No feedback as yet.  DICASS SSQ-62E already has 
ITEM 03-12: SSQ-53F CAL CURVES ON SECURE SERVER
–ONI: Some activities are not on the distribution list for SSQ-53F CO Calibration curves.

· Post on the Sonobuoy Secure Server if possible.

–Assigned to: PMA, NSWCC

–Status Spring 03: DISCUSSION. Generally positive.

–Closing Status: OPEN.  NSWCC will format the Cal Curve files and post on the Sonobuoy Secure Server when it is back on line.

SONOBUOY LIAISON WORKING GROUP

ACTION ITEMS

New Action Items

ITEM 04-01: REMOVE SSQ-77 FROM SHIP FILL
–NSWCC/APML: There is no ‘real’ requirement for the SSQ-77 (VLAD) on surface units (ships) nor for HS/HSL usage.  They should be removed from the Ship Fill Allowance immediately and transferred to shore sites supporting the P-3 aircraft (EER/IEER).

· Problems in the SSQ-77A (CZ) rework effort may result in fewer than anticipated ‘interim’ units until the SSQ-77C arrives.

· Almost all SSQ-77B’s will expire by Nov 04 unless used.  

· Past usage by surface components and HS/HSL units does not support the ship fill allowance.

–Assigned to: CLF (CFFC)/CNSP/NALC/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION.  HS/HSL Wings indicate there is a requirement.

–Closing Status: OPEN. HS/HSL Wings to validate requirement.  TYCOM’s to consider. Further liaison between APML & TYCOMS to follow.  

–APML NOTE: Though it is probably a good idea to remove the SSQ-77 from the ship fill allowance, it is probable that it is too late to do so and get usable stock relocated to sites where P-3 forces can expend them before they expire.  Further research and analysis will decide whether it is worth the effort (1/21/04).
ITEM 04-02: SEE THE SECURE SERVER
–
ITEM 04-03: PRODUCTION DELIVERY SCHEDULE
–CPF: Request a routine report on Production Delivery Schedules for sonobuoys be provided to CPF and others as desired.

· Allows more effective management of stockpile and storage space in Fleet sites.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. Data is available and can be provided

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will develop report to cover production delivery schedule for sonobuoys and provide to CPF and others as requested.  First report in February 2004.

ITEM 04-04: SONOBUOY STIMULATION SYSTEM
–CPRW5: Request PMA-264 work with other PMA’s to obtain Sonobuoy Stimulator for Fleet in order to alleviate NCEA shortfalls while maintaining T&R requirements.

· Data package submitted for forwarding to PMA-264.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will forward data package to PMA-264B for consideration.
ITEM 04-05: SSQ-110A RETROFIT COMPLETION MESSAGE
–CPRG: Request a message covering the status/completion of the SSQ-110A retrofit effort be sent.

· •Insures all levels of Command are informed of status.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. Data is available and can be provided

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will release a status report covering the SSQ-110A retrofit effort week of 19 Jan 04.
ITEM 04-06: INCREASE DIGITAL RESOLUTION SSQ-53F
–VP-30: Request digital resolution of SSQ-53F be increased.

· The resolution of digital processing is currently 14 or 16 bit sampled at 52.4288 KHz.  An increase in word length to 24 bit floating point (preferably double precision) would yield a dramatic increase in dynamic range and should provide significant enhancement to our system’s signal detection capability.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will present to the next session of the SERC for consideration.

ITEM 04-07: SSQ-53 PILOT & CARRIER FREQ
–VP-30: Change the SSQ-53 pilot tone & carrier reference frequency to above 20 KHz.

· Moving the 7.5 KHz pilot tone & the 15 KHz (12-18 KHz) DIFAR carrier frequency to above 20 KHz: The system could be modified to process full band (0-20 KHz) audio from DIFAR buoys for system capabilities such as Active Intercept System (AIS).  In addition the operator could aurally monitor full band (0-20 KHz) audio while conduction DIFAR ops.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will submit to the next session of the SERC for consideration.
ITEM 04-08: SERVICE LEVEL CODE
–CNSP: Identify the Service Level Code requirement for sonobuoy Lot tracking requirement and submit to DLA/NAVSUP.

· Request the correct Service Level Code of NAVSUP to insure correct/usable Lot Data is submitted for sonobuoys.  

–Assigned to: NOLSC IM

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: OPEN. NOLSC Item Manager research and advise APML of action required to request/assign correct Service Level Code to insure Lot Data from DLA/NAVSUP activities that handle sonobuoys.
ITEM 04-09: CODR vs SDR REPORTS
–CNSP: Use the Conventional Ordnance Deficiency Report (CODR) for sonobuoy failure reporting.

· The Sonobuoy Discrepancy Report (SDR) in the IETM is a redundant report.

· The CODR shall be used for reporting ordnance failures.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will remove the SDR from future versions of the Sonobuoy IETM.  Failure reporting will be solicited in future using the CODR format.


ITEM 04-10: SONOBUOY UPLINK
–VP-30: Change the sonobuoy uplink frequency band and increase channel separation.

· Excessive RFI in littoral regions and some open ocean areas inhibit the crew’s ability to monitor RF channels affected.

· Studies have been conducted concerning this issue.

· Future system capabilities will facilitate digital uplink with greatly increased dynamic range.

· By changing frequency bands of uplink and increasing bandwidth between channels, digital uplink of 120 db dynamic range could be realized thereby increasing signal detection capability.  

–Assigned to: PMA/APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. 

–Closing Status: OPEN. APML will submit to the next session of the SERC for consideration.
ITEM 04-11: SLWG WITH THE LW TORP MEETING
–CPF: Hold future sessions of the SLWG at the same time as the Lightweight Torpedo meeting.

· A lot of folks that attend the Lightweight Torpedo meeting also attend the SLWG.  Holding them together or concurrently will save dollars and time.  

–Assigned to: APML

–Status Fall 03: DISCUSSION. Generally felt to be a good idea.
