1. As requested by reference (a), the hazard classification
azsigned to the Sparton AN/WSQ-6 (XAN-1) Sonobuoy is 2.2 with UN
Serial Number 1956. This sonobuoy meets the criteria of “limited
quanties” of compressed gas as noted in the Code of Federal
Regulations Title 49CFR Section 173.306. This soncbucy has one
C0Z2 gas bottle containing 16 grams of Carbon Dioxide, and one
Nitrogen gas bottle containing 3.4 grams of Nitrogen.

2. The hazard classification assigned to the Metocean AN/WSQ-6
(XAN-3) Sonobuoy is 2.2 with UN Serial Number 1066. This sono-—
buoy meets the criteria of “limited quanties” of compressed gas
as noted in the Code of Federal Regualtions Title 49CFR Section
173.306. This item contains explosives, and two nitrogen

gas bottles, each contalning 8.5 grams of nitrogen; however,

the predominant hazard in it's shipping and storage configuration
is the compressed gas.

3. These classifications are valid only for each of the above
configurations.
